ORDINANCE No. ____3633______
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF CUMBERLAND, MARYLAND, ENTITLED “AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A BICYCLE ADVISORY COMMISSION FOR THE CITY OF CUMBERLAND.”

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF CUMBERLAND:

SECTION 1:  That there is hereby created the Cumberland Bicycle Advisory Commission.

SECTION 2:  

(a)  Members of Commission.

The Commission shall consist of seven (7) members who shall be appointed by the Mayor and City Council.  The members shall serve without compensation.  Each member of the Commission shall serve for a period of three (3) years or until his successor is duly appointed and qualified, except that in the case of those first appointed, the terms shall be staggered as follows:


Two (2) to serve for one (1) year;


Two (2) to serve for two (2) years; and


Three (3) to serve for three (3) years.
The members of the Commission shall annually elect a chairman and vice-chairman from among the members of the Commission, shall appoint a secretary, and may adopt such by-laws as may be necessary for the efficient conduct of the Commission’s affairs.

The members of the Commission shall represent diverse community interests and shall be comprised of the following:


One (1) representative from the Downtown Development Commission (DDC) Bicycle Committee 


One (1) representative from the Canal Place Authority Board of Directors


One (1) representative from the Western Maryland Wheelmen



One (1) representative from the Mountain Maryland Trail (AHT) Board of Directors



Two (2) citizen-at-large representatives



One (1) Engineering Division staff representative who shall be exempt from term 




restrictions

(b)  General Duties.

The general purpose of the Commission shall be to administer and manage, on behalf of and under the guidance of the Mayor and City Council, the long-term implementation of the 2008 Cumberland Trails and Bikeways Master Plan and to coordinate with all affected local groups, committees, and citizens with an interest in bicycling and bicycle advocacy.
SECTION 3:  Power and Duties of the Commission.

The Commission is authorized to and shall:


1.
Oversee and promote implementation of the recommendations put forth by the 2008 Cumberland Trails and Bikeway Master Plan;

2.
Coordinate with existing allied groups and committees having an interest and stake in the plan, including the Downtown Development Commission, Canal Place Authority, Western Maryland Wheelmen, Mountain Maryland Trail (AHT) Board of Directors, and concerned citizens;


3.
Ensure consistent policy implementation of the 2008 Cumberland Trails and Bikeway Master Plan;


4.
From time to time, but not less than once a year, render to the Mayor and City Council a written report of the Commission’s activities and recommendations.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this Ordinance shall take effect from the date of its passage.
