ORDINANCE NO. ____3631____
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF CUMBERLAND, MARYLAND, ENTITLED, “AN ORDINANCE ENACTING SECTION 11-114 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CUMBERLAND, PROHIBITING PUBLIC URINATION AND DEFECATION.”
WHEREAS,
Chapter 11, Article IV of the Code of the City of Cumberland contains provisions relative to offenses involving public peace and order; 

WHEREAS,
there are no provisions in the said Code prohibiting public urination and defecation; and 

 

WHEREAS,
the Mayor and City Council of Cumberland has determined that such an ordinance would serve to protect and preserve its rights, property, and privileges, to preserve peace and good order, and to protect the health, comfort and convenience of the citizens of the City of Cumberland.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF CUMBERLAND, MARYLAND, THAT A SECTION 11-114 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CUMBERLAND IS ENACTED, TO READ AS FOLLOWS:
Sec. 11-114.  Urinating or Defecating in Public Places.

(a) General Prohibition.  No person may urinate or defecate on or about any public place, way or park.

(b) Minors – Parent/Guardian Responsibility. A parent or guardian may not knowingly permit a minor for whom the parent or guardian is responsible to violate the provisions of subsection (a) of this section.

(c)
Penalties.  Any person who violates subsection (a) of this section is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00), by imprisonment for a term not exceeding thirty (30) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.  Any person who violates subsection (b) of this section shall be guilty of a municipal infraction and shall be subject to a fine not exceeding two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00).
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 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that this Ordinance shall take effect upon the date of its passage.
